Who is INHOPE? 
INHOPE, the International Association of Internet Hotlines, was founded in 1999 under the 
European Commission’s Safer Internet Action Plan to combat the growing concern of illegal 
content. INHOPE represents and co-ordinates a global network of Internet Hotlines, 
supporting them in their fight against illegal content to make the Internet safer. 
 
Mission 
The mission of the INHOPE Association is to support and enhance the performance of 
Internet Hotlines around the world, ensuring swift action is taken in responding to reports of 
illegal content, making the Internet a safer place. 
 
Goals 
·  To maintain a worldwide network of national Hotlines 
·  To ensure rapid and effective response to reports of illegal content by developing 

consistent, effective and secure mechanisms for exchanging reports between Hotlines 
internationally, and ensuring a coordinated approach is taken 

·  To implement INHOPE policies and best practice standards for Hotlines and encourage 
exchange of expertise 

·  To expand the network of INHOPE members providing consultation and training of 
Hotlines to meet INHOPE best practice standards 

·  To educate and inform policymakers and stakeholders at an international level, including 
government, law enforcement, child welfare groups, industry and other related bodies, 
with the aim of achieving improved international cooperation 

·  To raise awareness of INHOPE and member Hotlines as a single point of contact for 
global reports of illegal content 

·  To identify new trends in cyber crimes and develop solutions 
 
Illegal use of the Internet 
Over the last decade the Internet has changed the way we communicate, the way we do 
business and ultimately the way we live. Unfortunately, as with many new forms of 
technology, there is also a downside to the Internet. In the mid 1990’s concerns were raised 
over the new types of illegal content being found online, the key areas of concern being: 
·  Child sexual abuse images 
·  Online Grooming 
·  Hate Speech 

 
Hotlines have a key role to play in tackling the problems mentioned above and therefore 
making the Internet a safer place. 
 
International Cooperation 
Often illegal material reported to Hotlines is hosted beyond the borders of their own country 
and the national jurisdiction. The global network of INHOPE member Hotlines provides a 
means to pass the relevant information, without delay, to be handled in the country where the 
site is hosted. Illegal activity on the Internet is a cross border problem that no organisation 
can effectively tackle alone. Hotlines have the support of their national government, Internet 
industry, law enforcement, and Internet users in the country of operation and they offer 
effective transparent procedures for dealing with reports.  
 
INHOPE was established to support and co-ordinate Internet Hotlines around the world in 
dealing with illegal content online. Hotlines need trusted international partners, to rapidly 
share reports, in the knowledge that swift action will be taken against the illegal content. 
INHOPE is the organisation that builds this network of trust and strives to include more 
countries each year to fight the battle against illegal content.

Speaker : Mr. Ruben Rodriguez, President of INHOPE 

Ruben Rodriguez holds the position of Director of Domestic and International Law 
Enforcement Affairs, for the National Centre for Missing & Exploited Children (NCMEC).  Prior 
to his promotion Mr. Rodriguez was the Director of the Exploited Child Unit (1996-2003) and 
the Supervisor of the Case Analysis Unit (1990-1996) for the National Center for Missing & 
Exploited Children.   
 
He developed and managed ICMEC’s International Law Enforcement Training Program 
entitled, “Computer Facilitated Crimes Against Children”, in partnership with Interpol and 
Microsoft, as well as a First Responders’ Course for Missing Children Investigations.  
 
He is a member of the INHOPE Association and currently holds the position of President of 
that organization. INHOPE is a European Union funded network of international civilian 
hotlines dealing with illegal content on the Internet.   
 
Mr. Rodriguez has been a guest lecturer at the FBI Training Academy in Quantico, VA; The 
British Senior Police College, Bramshill, England; Interpol; Europol and at several National 
and International law enforcement conferences and symposiums speaking on the issues of 
missing and abducted children as well as child sexual victimization. He has held the following 
distinguished positions: Technical Advisor of the Legal and Training Subcommittee of the 
Interpol; Standing Working Group on Offenses against Minor; a U.S. Representative to The 
U.N. Committee on Education Science Culture (UNESCO). 
 
Prior to his role at NCMEC, he was a Detective with the Metropolitan Police Department in 
Washington D.C., where he was assigned to the Intelligence Division. From March 1985 to 
June 1990 he was assigned to the FBI as an Intelligence Liaison Officer dealing with 
Organized Crime. He attended American University in Washington, D.C. majoring in 
Administration of Justice and University of Maryland majoring in Computer Science and 
Applications. 
 

 
Speaker : Mr. Jim Gamble, Chief Executive - Child Exploitation & Online Protection Centre  

Jim Gamble is the Chief Executive of the Child Exploitation and Online Protection (CEOP) 
Centre.  The CEOP Centre was formed in April 2006, and is UK law enforcements’ specialist 
unit focussed on child protection.   
 
Jim’s policing career began in Northern Ireland, where he covered both uniform and detective 
roles in a rapidly changing and often volatile environment before leading anti-terrorist 
responses in both the UK and abroad.  Prior to forming CEOP, Jim worked in the National 
Crime Squad (NCS) where he oversaw a complex and highly intricate portfolio ranging from 
firearm deployment to hi-tech crime and overall intelligence, professional standards and 
security as a central figure in the UK’s fight against organised crime. 
 
Jim led the work to set up the National Crime Squads’ specialist child protection response cell 
– the Paedophile Online Investigation Team (POLIT) – which was the forerunner for CEOP.  
Jim was instrumental in forming the Virtual Global Taskforce (VGT), of which he is the current 
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Chair.  
 
Jim is a serving Deputy Chief Constable, and is a member of the Association of Chief Police 
Officers in England and Wales.  He held the UK policing lead on Domestic Violence for four 
years, during which time he developed national policy and significantly raised the profile of the 
work being undertaken to combat this crime.  Jim currently holds the ACPO Lead for the UK 
in six areas; Child Abuse Investigation, Combating Child Abuse on the Internet, Extreme 
Pornography, Child Trafficking, Travelling Sex Offenders and Data Communications.  This 
range of work areas indicates the breadth and specialist nature of work that is undertaken at 
the CEOP Centre.  
 
Jim has spent time working in South East Asia alongside government, law enforcement and 
NGO’s on many projects protecting children  This is an ongoing project to develop and inform 
the UK’s response to travelling sex offenders. He received the Queens Police Medal (QPM) in 
2008. 

 
Speaker : Mr. Valerio Papajorgji - EUROPOL 

·  First Officer Group Leader for the Child Sexual Exploitation at Europol since 2003 
·  Project Manager of the Analysis Work File "Twins" combating criminal networks involved 

in the production and dissemination of child abuse material since 2004 
·  Europol member of CIRCAMP and European Financial Coalition 
·  Before joining Europol served as an Italian Police Officer for 10 years 
·  BA in "Economics and Trade" and MA in "Criminal Intelligence Analysis" 
 

 
Speaker : Mr. Bjørn-Erik Ludvigsen - CIRCAMP 

Bjørn-Erik Ludvigsen  is a 20 year veteran police officer and a Police Superintendent with 
the National Criminal Investigation Service, the National Norwegian hub for serious and 
organized crime. Mr. Ludvigsen is currently attached to the Criminal Investigation Department 
at NCIS, dealing primarily with child sexual abuse on the Internet, online cases, victim 
identification, undercover operations and related investigations.  
 
His previous assignments include general investigations in various crime areas, computer 
training and education, bomb disposal, anti terrorism and narcotics investigations in addition 
to regular street patrols. He is currently the Driver for the CIRCAMP project, a European 
multi-national Law Enforcement thematic network and the initiator of the Internet Law 
Enforcement/Internet industry blocking system against child sexual abusive material on the 
Web in Norway and later in CIRCAMP. In addition he was responsible for the development 
and daily operations related to the police operated online hotline on child sexual abuse. 
 

 
Speaker : Mr. Mathew Dunn - US Immigration and Customs Enforcement 

Matthew Dunn has worked in US federal law enforcement for over 11 years.  He is currently 
the Section Chief of the Child Exploitation Section within the US Immigration and Customs 
Enforcement (US Department of Homeland Security).  He is responsible for overall 
management and oversight of all child exploitation investigations within ICE.  The Child 
Exploitation Section is responsible for providing guidance, training, and investigative support 
to ICE special agents working child exploitation investigations.  He is the Senior Practitioner 
for ICE on the Virtual Global Taskforce. 
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Matt has spent the past 4 ½ years in the Child Exploitation Section.  Prior to joining CES, he 
has conducted work in internal affairs/internal crime, white collar crime, financial crime, 
contract fraud, and corruption. 

 
 
Speaker : Mr. Michael Moran -  INTERPOL 

Michael Moran  is a member of An Garda Siochana (Ireland’s National Police force) since 
1990. He has worked in patrol, drugs, and national serious crime. In 1998 he began to work in 
the domain of child exploitation on the Internet and apart from a promotional break in patrol 
and court duties, has been working in that field ever since.  
 
In 2006 he transferred on secondment to INTERPOL IPSG in Lyon. He took up duty in the 
Trafficking in Human Beings section where he specializes in child exploitation online. He has 
been a trainer on the SELM course since 2001 and has organised and assisted at many 
training course outside of that.  He has various qualifications in IT and management and is 
currently working with University College Dublin in the development of their Masters 
programme in Forensics computing and cybercrime investigation. 

 
Speaker : Det. Inspector Jon Rouse - Queensland Police Service 

Detective Inspector Jon Rouse  has 25 years operational service with the Queensland 
Police Service. He has been an appointed Detective for 19 years, with 13 years devoted to 
investigating crimes against children. The last 8 years of his service has been at Task Force 
Argos, a specialist investigative unit responsible for the investigation of child sex offenders. In 
2001 Jon implemented the Queensland Police services response to online child sexual 
exploitation by commencing the countries first covert operation to target child sex offenders. 

Jon has delivered presentations on online child exploitation to the Australasian Police 
Commissioners Conference, the AFP Management of Serious Crime Course 7 times, the 
Western Australia Police, New Zealand Police/Customs/DIA combined Child Abuse Team 
Managers Conference, twice at the Interpol Child Exploitation Conference, Lyon, France, the 
CEPOL Conference, Oslo Norway, and he is currently an instructor on the Computer 
Facilitated Crimes against Children training coordinated by the International Centre for 
Missing Children Washington DC, delivering training to law enforcement in Lithuania, 
Panama, the Philippines, the Ukraine, Korea and Colombia. He is the recipient of 
Commissioners certificates for his leadership and investigative work, and is the recipient of 
the Queensland Police Medal, and the National Service Medal.

Speaker : Mr. Ruben Lombaert – European Commission  

Ruben A. Lombaert works as a policy officer at the European Commission, DG Justice, 
Freedom and Security, dealing with cybercrime.  
 
Prior to joining the European Commission, Mr Lombaert has been an academic staff member 
of the Institute for European Studies of the VUB (Vrije Universiteit Brussel, Belgium), where 
he was responsible for e-learning.  He also spent several years working as European Affairs 
consultant.   Mr. Lombaert studied Politics and European Law at the universities of Ghent, 
Grenoble and Oxford, and at the College of Europe. 

 
Speaker : Mr. Andrew G Oosterbaan – US Department of Justice 

Since 2001, Drew Oosterbaan has held the Senior Executive Service position of Chief of the 
Child Exploitation and Obscenity Section (CEOS) for the U.S. Department of Justice.  
Oosterbaan has more than twenty years of experience as a federal prosecutor, having served 
in that capacity with the U.S. Army Judge Advocate General’s Corps in Germany and as an 
Assistant United States Attorney in the Southern District of Florida.  As Chief of CEOS, 
Oosterbaan manages a section of expert prosecutors and computer forensic specialists who 
conduct high-impact prosecutions, nationwide, involving child sexual exploitation, including 
sex trafficking.  CEOS also develops and coordinates multi-district investigations, law 
enforcement initiatives and operational strategies, and conducts an extensive training 
program for prosecutors, judges and law enforcement agents around the world. 
 
Under Oosterbaan’s leadership, CEOS has had a major impact on federal policy, legislation 
and prosecutions in the areas of child exploitation.  CEOS regularly conducts nationwide child 
pornography operations against mass distribution mechanisms resulting in hundreds of 
successful prosecutions.  In a joint effort with the FBI and the National Center for Missing and 
Exploited Children, Oosterbaan also designed and implemented a highly successful 
nationwide strategy against child prostitution.  Additionally, under Oosterbaan’s direction, 
CEOS has developed successful national impact undercover operations and other 
investigations targeting U.S. citizens traveling abroad for the purpose of having sex with 
children who are frequently the victims of trafficking.  As Chief of CEOS, Oosterbaan regularly 
counsels Departmental leadership on critical policy matters in the areas of child exploitation 
and obscenity, and has been integrally involved in the drafting of major legislation targeting 
child exploitation, including the new Prosecutorial Remedies and Other Tools to End the 
Exploitation of Children Today Act of 2003 (the APROTECT Act@), and the Adam Walsh Child 
Protection and Safety Act of 2006.  Oosterbaan has also played a leading role in national 
efforts to identify victims of child pornography and to save them from further sexual abuse. 
 
Oosterbaan is a 2001 recipient of the Attorney General’s Distinguished Service Award and a 
2005 recipient of the Attorney General’s John Marshall Award for Outstanding Achievement in 
Litigation.  In 2006, the President honored Oosterbaan with the Presidential Rank Award for 
Meritorious Executive.
